Make a statement about the sport you love while improving the conservation efforts that helped make it what it is!!!
The George Clark Missouri State Chapter of the National Wild Turkey Federation will provide a hunting heritage plate that any hunting enthusiast should be proud to display on their vehicle. 

In the last issue of the Sho Me Gobbler, we mistakenly reported that Phase I (the legislative process was complete). As can often be the case, the legislation required for getting our specialty plate approved had several other items attached to it. One or more of these other items held up the license plate and we missed our window of opportunity. Thos process will be repeated after the first of the new year and final approval of our plate will hopefully follow shortly there after.   

As previously described, the plate will display a strutting gobbler on the left side with “The National Wild Turkey Federation” across the bottom. The letters and numbers can be anything you want up to 6 characters.

The plates should be available in 2010 but we need to begin collection of the forms and fees now to initiate Phase II of submitting the application to the Department of Revenue (DOR) so that the plate design can be approved. To acquire any specialty plate in Missouri, several steps are required. A specialty plate application and the associated $15.00 processing fee required by the DOR must be completed.  Specialty plates also require the completion of an Emblem Use Authorization Statement (EUAS that we will provide).  A one year EUAS will cost $20.00 and a two year EUAS will be $40.00. The proceeds from the EUAS will be used to further the mission to “conserve the turkey resource and preserve the hunting tradition” within the state of Missouri. 
To complete Phase II, the George Clark Missouri State Chapter will need 200 completed specialized plate applications to qualify and initiate production of the plates. As an incentive to encourage sign-up for the new plates and secure the first 200 names required by the DOR to initiate plate production, the state chapter will cover the $15.00 specialty plate application fee.
